1607
Virginia  

· 1st English Settlement:  Jamestown
1620 
Massachusetts

· 1620 - Puritans ->Thanksgiving Story -> Plymouth

· 1630 – Mass. Bay Colony -> Pilgrims -> Boston area -> Leader gave free land to settlers

1623 
New Hampshire

· 1614 John Smith cleared the land

· 1622 King James gave the land to two men: Lord Proprietors (wealthy noblemen who received land grants from the King).

1624
New York

· 1st discovered by H. Hudson

· Originally a Dutch Colony (New Netherlands)

· 1664 King Charles II sent his bro. James and a fleet to New Netherlands and took colony from Dutch
· James renamed it New York

· 1691 – Became a Royal British Colony

1633
Connecticut

· Thomas Hooker led Puritans from Mass to this area.

· (First explored by Dutch Explorer Adriaen Black)

1634
Maryland

· Sir George Calvery was given a charter start a colony from King Charles I
· 1634 – G. Calvery’s son, Leonard, brought 200 colonists and indentured servants

1636 
Rhode Island 

· Roger Williams left Mass. wanting Gov. & Religion to be separated

· The king gave him a charter in 1663 making his settlement a Royal British Colony.

1638
Delaware
· 1601 H. Hudson explored area

· 1631 Dutch Settlement

· 1637 Peter Minuet brought Swedish Settlers

· 1651 Dutch & Swedish Settlers built forts next to each other & two nations fought

· 1664 English (British) – The bro. of the King took ships & soldiers to area and defeated them. Then, Delaware became a British Royal Colony

1643 Pennsylvania

· 1643 Swedish colonists created settlement

· 1655 Dutch soldiers captured it

· 1664 King Charles of England took control.

· 1681 King Charles II gave the land to William Penn, a friend, because he owed him money. 

· Penn, a Quaker, wanted a place for religious freedom and gov.

1653 North Carolina 

· 1587 Sir Walter Raleigh established Roanoake Island. It disappeared in three years.

· 1629 Until this time, the area was considered part of Virginia
· After 1629 King Charles named it “The land of Charles” or Carolana.

· 1663 King Charles gave this land to eight friends. These guys charged rent to use the land from colonists.

· 1677 The colonists revolted and imprisoned the Gov.

· 1712 Carolina was divided into two parts

· 1729 King George III bought the colony back from the colonists and made it a British Royal Colony.
1660 New Jersey

· 1609 H. Hudson explored

· 1624 Dutch built a fort

· 1643 Swedish built a fort

· 1655 Peter Stuyvesant marched over to the Swedish fort and the Swedes surrendered it to the Dutch without a fight.

· 1664 English ships w/soldiers commanded by James, bro. of king, captured it and called it New Jersey. It was given to two men: Lord Berkley (New Jersey) & Lord Cartevet (East Jersey)

· 1674 Lord Berkley sold his land to two Quakers

· 1674 Lady Cartevet sold her land to 24 men. 

· 1702 The two parts united and formed a Royal British Colony

1670 South Carolina

· Late 1500s – Spain & France tried to settle
· (See history of N. Carolina)

· 1719 The colonists overthrow their proprietors and asked for their colony to be a Royal British Colony

1733 Georgia

· 1732 King Charles III gave James Oglethorpe a charter to start a colony. Oglethorpe had wanted to create a colony for debtors (people who owed money to others and couldn’t pay them back)

· Oglethorpe named it after King George III

· 1732 Oglethorpe wanted to create a Utopia – a perfect place to live – no alcohol & no slavery

· 1750 Colonists changed his laws so there could be alcohol & slavery

· 1752 Georgia became a Royal British Colony
